A
double stainless sink with ample countertop space assists with meal preparation. The nav station is to port
with storage for charts underneath and the electrical panel is displayed here as well. The forward cabin has a
comfortable double with a large overhead hatch. Just aft is the head with storage and a shower. The aft
most berth is a large double integrated under the cockpit and provides excellent room for taller individuals.
